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Middle
	Positive attitude: The nearest 5 lessons will involve using past and perfect verbs in two voices: Active and Passive. Teacher makes students to repeat the irregular verbs by watching the video of MC Fluency and by singing with in chorus. (to watch only 1-2 minutes of the video) The video supports spatial-visual l and musical auditory learners.
Introduction: T-Ss: To support spatial-visual learners teacher hangs two pictures of food on the board and asks the question: “Some people say we are what we eat. You are a modern person and you probably know about different models of eating behavior. In addition, you probably know the consequences. Analyze what do these pictures illustrated and Speak about eating using the construction:
 “IF YOU WANT PREVENT THE (disease) YOU MUST EAT(examples of healthy food)”
IT MIGHT BE BETTER \IT WOULD BE A GOOD IDEA...
Speak and respond your partner. Organize the model of healthy eating behavior.
Speaking: T-Ss, S-SS, Ss-Ss, S-S (individual speaking, speaking to the class, speaking in groups and pairs)
(PA - 1 right sentence = 1 point. Students write the points in the copybook and note task 1)
Goal settings and topic definition: Students criticize the unhealthy eating lifestyle and give the evidence for the organic food. Teacher helps to use modals and correct grammatical structure of past sentences with irregulars.

[image: ]To support spatial-visual learners, teacher hangs the lesson title on the board. Makes students to open the book to learn the unit vocabulary and make a list of new words

Brainstorming: T-Ss: Analyze the topical vocabulary and produce the summary about two things of non-organic food, which have the worst effect on you? 
S-S (PW) Students understand specific information in unsupported extended talk on a wide range of general and curricular topics, including talk on a limited range of unfamiliar topics;
(Assessment – teacher’s observation)
Listening: (PW-GW)
· Pre-listening: T-Ss: Teacher gives the card of the list questions for watching the video and asks students to read analyze the questions content.
· While listening: Students answer the questions an note the answers in their copybooks (they may to discuss answers in pairs)
1) What is organic food?
2)  Is organic food good for the environment? Why?
3) Is organic food more nutritious and better for your health? Why?
· Post listening task: Students discuss their answers in groups and present ready answers. Discuss the answers. “Weak” students can speak on the first question.
(Group assessment “Star and wish”)
Reading: “Save the environment and eat organic” at page 50
· Pre-reading task: T-Ss: Teacher makes students to read the text title at page 49 and make students predict what the text is about and what words are used in the text.(IW)
· While reading task: Students analyze the content of the text, find and note true sentences.(IW)
· Post reading task: Students prepare the shopping list for supermarket. (PW) “Weak” students can read the shopping list to the class. “Strong” students can explain why they include the product. The bodily kinesthetic learners can demonstrate “How to be a good shopper?” 
(Assessment – students change by their lists an choose the best one)
Writing: (GW) Teacher divides students into groups and asks them to summarize the information, discuss in a group and to write several ideas on the poster and in their copybooks about “How do non-organic farming methods have a negative impact on the environment?” To support verbal-linguistic learners teacher makes them to discuss in a group and after present to the class and share by their ideas with the class.
(Assessment – group assessment using modal “I liked…it would be better…)
Conclusion: Teacher organizes students to choose the appropriate answer and explain their opinions. “Strong” students speak about the theme, explain their ideas.

	Differentiation: the linguistic intelligence learners are motivated by interpretation and explanation of ideas about the target and information via language in writing their own blog on the theme of “Organic and Non-organic food”
The logical-mathematical Intelligence learners are organized to make a list of a good shopper or a list of recommendations “How to be a good shopper?” The bodily kinesthetic learners provide the demonstration of a good shopper behavior. 

	Assessment: Teacher assesses the student’s result  by looking through the exit tasks in their copybooks and gives the responses. It provides students’ understanding why\where he or she may have given incorrect answer and helps teacher to organize next lesson tasks for all level students
